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Keeping your bicycle safe
A bicycle parked in a public place for a length of time may be vulnerable to theft or vandalism. There are some simple precautions that you can take to minimize the risk:

· Park your bike where it is in clear view of passers by. Avoid dark, poorly overlooked areas, especially if the bike is to be left there after dark.

· Use good quality cycle stands where you have the option. The Sheffield type stand (inverted U shaped stand) gives the best security in most instances.

· Avoid stands that hold your bike by one wheel only. They can damage your wheels.

· Use an appropriate quality lock for the location. Most locks now carry a security rating, the higher the rating, the more difficult the lock is to break. If a lock doesn't have a security rating it will deter opportunistic theft but not professional thieves.

· Use two locks if possible - a high security lock to fix your bike frame to the stand, and a cable lock to protect the wheels.

· Wrapping the cable lock once around the stand will help prevent your bike being knocked over and damaged.

· Take any removable items (pumps, lights etc) with you.

· If your saddle has a quick release lever, lock it to your frame or remove it.
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Park your bike in a considerate manner. If it is in other peoples' way it is more likely to get damaged.

Bicycle Security Tips
A unique code marked clearly on a bike assists the police in the process of returning a bike to its owner should it become lost or stolen. 

How To Mark Your Cycle With a UV Pen

· Make sure the area to be marked is clean & dry.

· Use your postcode plus your house number of flat number (or the first two letters of your house name).

· Mark this on the frame of your bike using the UV pen. Try and mark it in as many places as possible.

· UV. markings can fade over time especially when exposed to sunlight or rain, so it is important to renew it regularly.

· If you get a kit with a sticker use it to show the bike is UV. marked.


How to lock your bike

       Wherever possible, try and find a place to secure the frame and at least one wheel to an immovable object. If there are cycle parking facilities nearby that provide this use them, otherwise look for railing or posts, but don’t cause obstruction and respect any signs that ask you not to leave your bikes there.

 
Quick Tip: Don’t ever leave your bike unlocked. Although most bikes are stolen from public places, bikes are still taken from homes, gardens or sheds. Fit a wall or floor anchor.
